Matters Arising
Cllr Aylward asked about any long term impacts of the current hot weather on road surfaces, and Ian Gardner replied that there should not be any long term impacts on surfaces, but all areas will be kept under review. He also indicated that increased temperatures did have an impact on working conditions for tar operations.
Cllr Aylward also asked about traffic safety at Poulanassy Waterfall, given the large increase in visitor numbers. Ian Gardner replied that the long term traffic management issues were being addressed by the consultants currently working on plans for the area.

Cllr O’Neill asked for vigilance in relation to life buoys in the area, and asked that the matter of replacement life buoys be referred to Kilkenny Water Safety.

Cllr O’Neill raised the issue of grass recycling for areas where Council were responsible. Ian Gardner outlined the present practice of not collecting cut grass, and he will make contact with the Granny Recycling Centre to ascertain if recycling is possible and what cost would be involved.

Rathkieran Junction

Cllr Dunphy voiced his concerns about traffic safety at Rathkieran Junction, and expressed his opposition to the use of cost benefit analysis by TII as a means of prioritising road works. He felt that more weight should be given to local knowledge. Ian Gardner explained the rationale for cost benefit analysis and suggested that more liaison with Gardai may be required so that all accident reports are forwarded to TII to ensure that accidents are taken account of in the analysis.

Cllr Dunphy referred to areas of the N24 at Mooncoin which he considers are finished in poor quality soil and grass, and which should have been finished in concrete or paving. Ian Gardner is to check the approved finish.
