(c)  Chairman’s Report of Thomastown Electoral Area Committee Meeting held on 16th July, 2007 

This report was presented by Cllr. M. O’ Brien. The main issues discussed emerging from this meeting were ongoing difficulties relating to traffic problems affecting Thomastown and surrounding areas. It was agreed that this matter would be discussed in more detail under the item dealing with matters arising from previous minutes. 

It was Proposed by Cllr. P O’ Neill, Seconded by Cllr. D. Doyle “That a letter be forwarded to the NRA requesting an urgent meeting to discuss proposals to alleviate the difficulties experienced by those travelling to and living in Thomastown and surrounding areas, caused by the ongoing traffic problems”. 

(e) Chairman’s Report on SPC 3 Environmental Policy, Fire Services, and Emergency Planning Meeting held on 7th September, 2007. 

This report was presented by Cllr. John Brennan Chairman of SPC 3
There were a number of queries arising from items discussed at this meeting. With regard to the issue of the Local Climate Change Action Plan, it was agreed that each member of the Council would be invited to attend the next SPC 3 Meeting where a presentation is to be made by a climate change expert. The SPC 3 committee is to be the committee to make recommendations to the full  Council on Climate Change Policy. 
Further to a query on the operation of the Fire Service call out centre, the County Manager informed members that significant improvements are ongoing following some difficulties experienced in the early stages of the Computer Aided Mobilisation Programme. 

It was agreed that as per the SPC report, a letter be issued to the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government requesting that the water services bill be amended to include the prohibition of the use of food macerators.

In relation to the report on refuse collection, it was agreed that a map would be forwarded to each member indicating where a refuse collection service is present and where one is unavailable. 

With regard to a query on extending the mobile hazardous waste collection service Philip O’ Neill informed the meeting that there is currently a hazardous waste collection unit at Dunmore Civic Amenity Centre. He informed the meeting that Kilkenny is one of the few counties that engage a mobile hazardous waste collection service. He outlined the costs of same but stated that he would examine rolling out further collections allowing for budgetary constraints. 
He informed the meeting that with regard to the proposed Civic Amenity Centre for Granny, that a Part 8 proposal should be before the Council for the October Meeting. 

Members contributing welcomed this proposal. However, it was noted that there was the need for a high level of communication with local residents during the consultation period to allay any fears that some might have regarding the operation of such a facility. 

There was a discussion under this report regarding the operation of bottle banks. With regard to the provision of a bottle bank for Mooncoin, Philip O’ Neill Director of Services informed the meeting that the Environment section were currently endeavouring to have this matter resolved. Philip O’ Neill is to revert to a future meeting with details of the proposed camera system for bottle banks.  With regard to dumping at bottle banks, it was generally agreed that most of this is experienced when bottle banks become full and is carried out by a small minority.  Philip O’ Neill highlighted to the meeting that there is a free phone contact number on each bottle bank for members of the public to contact when a bottle bank becomes full. Amongst suggestions made by Councillors to alleviate this problem was the provision of a rapid response unit within the county council to clear illegal dumping, the provision of public lighting at bottle banks and the extension of the name and shame policy to cover the publication of members of the public who are issued  on the spot fines.

Responding to the issues raised, John Mulholland Director of Services informed the meeting that it is tenders for phase 4 of the proposed N9/N10 Motorway are due in next week. He informed the meeting that Part 8 proposals regarding a by pass to the east of Thomastown would be presented to the meeting next month. With regard to a traffic management system from Thomastown he confirmed to the meeting that the executive are to revert to the Thomastown Electoral Area meeting with a plan for same before coming before the full County Council. 
Cllr. Maurice Shortall referred to the issue raised in July regarding the amalgamation of the various housing grants schemes for disabled and elderly people. Concerns were also expressed regarding various rural houses within the councils stock. Tony Walsh informed the meeting that guidelines for the amalgamation of the grant scheme are not yet down from the Department of the Environment. With regard to problems with the various rural houses he asked that members should bring the houses of immediate concern to his attention.

He stated that he was confident that this extra well will control demand within the forthcoming week. He informed the meeting that most of the problems had arisen due to the difficulty in meeting the demand for water supply in the Waterford environs due to the pace of development within the past few years. Members contributing praised the efforts by the local staff in the sanitary area who had worked day and night during these current difficulties.
